● Get a good night’s sleep 
● Eat a healthy breakfast 
● Arrive at school on time to help reduce stress and ensure a smooth start to the day 

 
To ensure a successful testing experience, students will need: 

● Working headphones (Grades 2 - 8) 
● A fully charged Chromebook each day of testing
